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Scope Assumptions

* GRN may require some short-term ramp closures; if long-term ramp
closures are requested, FHWA will be notified well in advance

* GRN may change occupancy requirements for HOV lanes
* GRN may be used by general transit if time and space allow

* Traffic signal modification may be needed. Signal scope may be in different
projects.

* GRN to be in operation for an estimated 60 to 80 days of operation
