— Complaints related to youth on e-bikes
— City took holistic view of potential solutions

* Solutions
— Education and guidance for e-bike users
—Video detection, yellow reflective tape, signal timing
— High visibility crosswalks
— Conversion of bus lane

— City reviewed SCAG Kit of Parts to determine which features could be
explored: decided on artistic crosswalks
