INFORMATION ITEMS

5. IERS Update — Expanding Access to Economic Opportunities

Chair Shapiro provided background information noting that the presentation would focus on the
update of the Inclusive Economic Recovery Strategy (IERS), with a particular emphasis on addressing
barriers to economic opportunities and apprenticeship best practices. He asked Victor Negrete and
Anna Van, SCAG staff, to provide an overview and update on the two reports, along with guest
presenters Girish Pendse, Associate Partner at Dalberg Advisors, and Joe Dougherty, Partner at
Dalberg Advisors, who shared key findings and considerations from the “Addressing Barriers to
Economic Opportunities” report. Presenter Erica L. Manuel, CEO and Executive Director at Institute
for Local Government (ILG), shared insights on the “Public Sector Apprenticeship Initiative” report.

Mr. Negrete provided background information and a refresher on the series of updates on the IERS
implementation schedule, noting that the two-part presentations are about expanding access to
economic opportunities for all Southern Californians. Ms. Van provided a brief report which focused
on the strategy that SCAG is exploring to expand access to high quality jobs in the region.

Mr. Negrete asked Mr. Pendse and Mr. Dougherty to present their report first. Ms. Manuel shared
best practices and key findings on the Public Sector Apprenticeship Initiative pilot program
afterwards.

The presentations focused on the update of the IERS. Highlights addressed barriers to economic
mobility across the SCAG region, highlighting the top eight barriers such as access to information
and networks, housing, skills mismatch, child and family care, structural biases and norms, access to
financial resources, and transportation. Additional topics covered the challenges of workforce
development, support for high quality jobs, and the potential of registered apprenticeships in the
public sector.
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Staff responded to the comments and questions expressed by the Councilmembers, including
responses to comments on apprenticeships in law enforcement, partnerships with other Workforce
Development Boards, and apprenticeship programs for future hospitality and infrastructure jobs.
Some additional responses focused on the analysis or data sets for specific credentials and identity
groups, the lack of public engagement with women as it relates to child and family care, and

apprenticeships for local government efficiencies in artificial intelligence and technology related
trainings.

The Committee thanked the presenters for their presentations.

The comprehensive staff report and PowerPoint Presentation - IERS Update was included in the
agenda packet.

There were no public comments on this item.
6. Connect SoCal 2024: Implementation Strategies Update

Chair Shapiro provided remarks on the Connect SoCal 2024 Implementation Strategies. He asked
Elizabeth Carvajal, Deputy Director, to provide an update on the implementation progress for
Connect SoCal 2024.

Ms. Carvajal provided a brief presentation outlining the implementation progress of Connect SoCal
2024, which included core areas of focus and goals more centered on the CEHD major themes.
Highlights included progress strategies on communities and economy, workforce development,
vision and goals, collaboration and policy leadership.

Ms. Carvajal noted that a more detailed report was included in the agenda packet and that staff
would continue to report future updates to the CEHD committee.

The comprehensive staff report and PowerPoint presentation — Connect SoCal 2024 Implementation

Update (November 2024) and the Connect SoCal 2024 Implementation Report (November 2024)
were included in the agenda packet.

There were no public comments or additional comments from the CEHD on this item.
CHAIR’S REPORT
Chair Shapiro welcomed Councilmember Mike Goodsell of Holtville to the CEHD. Chair Shapiro

Congratulated Councilmember Marshall Goodman on his impactful tenure on the CEHD. Chair
Shapiro provided highlights of the Chair’s Report. He reported on the following SCAG activities and
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noted that additional information could be found on SCAG’s website. He shared that there would be
a presentation at the Regional Council by Dhakshike Wickrema, the Deputy Secretary of
Homelessness at the California Business, Consumer Services, and Housing Agency. He expressed
that effectively addressing the homelessness crisis will require a coordinated, regional approach

that brings together resources and expertise from across government, the health care system, the
private sector, and community-based organizations.

STAFF REPORT

Jonathan Davis, SCAG Government Affairs Officer, reported that SCAG would be hosting the Los
Angeles County Mobile Workshop on Friday November 22, 2024, during which SCAG members and
executive staff would receive an exclusive tour of SoCalGas’s Hydrogen Home located in Downey. He
indicated that Erik Rodriguez, Senior Government Affairs Officer for Los Angeles County at SCAG,
was the primary point of contact for this tour. He also noted that the call for applications for the
Active Transportation and Safety Call for Sustainable Communities Program was anticipated to
remain open through September 27, 2024.
