« Overhang from the pandemic is fading, which will accelerate economic
growth in 2025.

« Growth in logistics, development of large-scale transportation, healthcare,
and energy projects, and increases in tourism will carry into 2025.

* Housing construction and sales will rebound as the cycle of interest rates
turns lower.

* Immigration responsible for continued job growth, but also highlights
the region’s housing need.

Outlook mixed but encouraging
with inflation easing. Economic
resilience will depend on
addressing the county’s structural
challenges while leveraging its
unique assets.

Job growth concentrated in a few
sectors, including healthcare,
tourism related industries,
education, and trade and
logistics.

Unemployment slightly above
pre-pandemic lows.

Change in Payroll Jobs from 2023 to 2026
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« The individual poverty rate of

13.7% remains the second
highest in the SCAG region,
underscoring persistent
economic inequality.

Housing affordability remains
challenging. CAR's conventional
housing affordability index
reveals only 14 percent of
households in LA County could
afford a median-priced home in
2023.

Continued remote and hybrid
work schedules are to blame for
continuing office market
struggles. Q3 office vacancies
reaching 24%, nearly double the
pre-pandemic rate, but leasing
activity starting to increase.
